2010 Provincial Team Selection Criteria

General Information

All members in good standing of the Manitoba Orienteering Association in the 2009 and 2010 competition years who meet the following criteria shall be named to the 2010 Provincial Team.  The MOA Board may, at its discretion, name other members to the 2010 Provincial Team.

Definitions

Selection Race:
Selection Races include only Middle and Long distance events held in Manitoba during 2009.

compete:
An athlete is competitive only if the following criteria are met:


(a)
The athlete starts the appropriate course for his or her age and gender, or higher.


(b)
The athlete competes as an individual, not as a wayfarer or under shadowing by a coach.


(c)
The athlete is competitive (i.e., not having an unfair advantage) according to the applicable meet standards.

attend:
An athlete is considered to attend an event only if he or she competes at the event or is a major official at the event.

Selection Criteria

1
Time-Per-Kilometer (TPK) Calculations


1.1
Selection to the team will be based on the average (unweighted mean) of 4 of the athlete's competitive TPKs at Selection Races.


1.2
To the extent that all other rules permit, the 4 TPKs to be averaged shall be chosen so that the average is as low as possible.


1.3
If the athlete's average TPK cannot be calculated because the athlete did not competitively finish some or enough Selection Races, then the athlete does not make the team.

2
Attendance Requirements


2.1
The athlete must attend at least 50% of the Selection Races.

3
Manitoba Orienteering Championships (MOCs)


3.1
The athlete must attend at least one of the MOC Selection Races unless he or she faces an exceptional circumstance (such as injury or illness) acknowledged by the MOA Board.

4
Team Classification


4.1
The Provincial Team consists of the Elite, Junior, Masters, and Development classifications.


4.2
Team selection and classification is based on which categories athletes compete in and their average TPKs as described earlier.


4.3
Team eligibility requirements are listed in the following table:

Athletes of non-elite age may make the Elite classification only if they meet all requirements that apply to members of elite age, including attendance requirements.

4.5
Athletes who make the team will be named to the best classification (the one listed earliest in the preceding table) to which they are eligible.
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
